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Born in Barcelona in 1936, Esther Tusquets studied at the German school and went to University to study Philosophy, specialising in History. In 1960 Tusquets took over her family's business, Editorial Lumen, then a small publisher of religious books. She published her first novel at the age of 42. Tusquets' most discussed work is a trilogy: 'El Mismo Mar de Todos los Veranos' (1978), 'El Amor Es un Juego Solitario' (1979) and 'Varada Tras el Último Naufragio' (1980). She has also published short stories and books for children. In recent years, Tusquets has published a series of autobiographical books. Much of her fiction has been translated into English and several other languages.
